Announcement of next Human Services Committee meeting 
Mr. Elberling announced that the next Human Services Committee would meet on May 
4th, 2005 at 5:00 PM. 
 
Agenda Item 8. Discussion of 3rd Draft of Response to Neighborhood Impact Report 
by John Elberling (5:13 PM) 
Mr. Elberling gave everyone an updated draft of the letter to Mr. Grisso regarding the 
Neighborhood Impact Report. He reminded everyone that we agreed to request a follow-up 
analysis of the Neighborhood Impact Report in the second half of this year rather than hold 
up the Plan Amendment by requesting that the report be redone. This analysis would help 
determine to what extent the Plan will assist us in achieving our goals. Mr. Elberling 
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requested a motion to send this to the full PAC for discussion. Ms. Stadlman made a 
motion and Mr. Roh seconded the Motion. 
Motion: “The Human Services Committee recommends the letter pertaining to an analysis 
of the Neighborhood Impact Report be forwarded to the PAC for discussion.”

Agenda Item 7. Further Discussion of Recommendation that SFRA Include $500,000 
in FY 2005-06 SOMPAC Budget to Fund Full Construction of New Park by SFPRD, 
Including the Addition of a Full Security System by John Elberling (5:24 PM) 
Mr. Elberling announced that we now have a budget for review and he would recommend 
that we send it to the PAC for discussion. He suggested that we include the request for 
$500,000 for the new park including a security system. Mr. Elberling explained that he 
understands the budget is very tight this year but he believes the Agency could at least 
fund the $100,000 for the security system because this is urgently needed. He stated that 
we should leave the full amount on our request and discuss how much we could 
realistically expect to receive at the full PAC. 
 
Ms. Pickering stated that she met with Mr. Grisso before tonight’s meeting and while the 
Agency did include a security system in Yerba Buena, it is important to remember that was 
a Redevelopment Project. She stated that Mr. Grisso feels very strongly that this is setting 
a bad precedent and he does not like the idea of one city agency funding another. Mr. 
Elberling stated that he could understand Mr. Grisso’s point and he hopes that Mr. 
Grisso could understand ours. The security system being included for the new park is 
urgent for obvious reasons to anyone living or working in this neighborhood. Mr. Elberling 
pointed out that the Agency has in the past funded projects for other city agencies. He 
would like to move this to the full PAC with the understanding that we would have a 
discussion to see how much we could realistically expect. Mr. Roh commented that he 
would agree with Mr. Grisso philosophically that city agencies should not fund one 
another. There should be a community effort to insist that Recreation & Parks fund the 
bathrooms and security for the new park. Ms. Stadlman made a motion and Mr. Roh 
seconded the motion. 
Motion: “The Human Services Committee recommends further discussion at the full PAC 
regarding the inclusion in the SOMPAC budget of $500,000 for the restrooms and security 
system at the new park.”
