Announcement of next Human Services Committee meeting 
Mr. Elberling announced that the next Human Services Committee would be on 
Wednesday August 3rd, 2005. 
 
Agenda Item 6. Follow-Up on SOMA Park Resolution by John Elberling (5:09 PM) 
Mr. Elberling handed out information regarding funding for the new park. He expressed 
concern that the bids could be higher than anticipated by the time they go out and this 
could cause further budget cuts. Mr. Elberling stated that he would be in contact with 
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Ms. Tienken at the Recreation & Parks Department to find out if the infrastructure for the 
future bathrooms would be included in the current construction. He will contact Ms. 
Tienken with member questions and e-mail everyone with responses. Once construction 
begins, it might be a good idea to invite Ms. Tienken for an update. 
 
Mr. Elberling announced that he would like to convene with other groups in the area to 
organize collectively and monitor the new park. He thought it would be a good idea to 
have a critical mass of interest and he will ask the full PAC if they would like to 
participate in the community effort. Mr. Elberling will draft a letter that could be sent to 
all of the other community groups in the area and he will present this letter to the full 
PAC for consideration.  
 
Agenda Item 7. Review of Supportive Housing Service Programs in the Project 
Area by John Elberling (5:28 PM) 
Mr. Elberling gave everyone a handout of affordable housing in the Project Area with 
the type of services offered regarding affordability. He would like to have another list of 
private hotels showing the number of hotels participating in programs. Mr. Elberling 
stated that it is important to note the supply of SRO housing in the area with restrictive 
eligibility versus SRO housing that is open to the general public. There are concerns 
over the number of SRO units available to the general public shrinking. He wondered if 
this is causing an increase in rents for the open SRO units. Mr. Elberling suggested that 
in the future, we have a discussion on whether the programs in the SRO’s are good or 
bad for the neighborhood.  
 
Mr. Elberling mentioned the concerns that have been raised over the Plaza Hotel and 
wondered if having programs in the hotels could help to stabilize them. He mentioned 
the Alder Hotel that has always had a horrendous reputation. This hotel is now going to 
be a part of the DAH housing like the Plaza and he wondered if this would make the 
Alder a better Hotel creating stability for the tenants. Mr. Elberling referred to the 
handout everyone received and stated that he would bring an expanded, revised version 
for discussion next month. 
 
Mr. Elberling referred to an article in his box regarding the influx of families to the 
SOMA. He stated that he lives in the new Mission Bay development and while there are 
children, they are mostly babies and preschoolers. He speaks quite a bit to the families 
and they all say that when the children are school age, they will move to Marin. Mr. 
Elberling suggested that we look at the age groups of the children in the area. He 
suggested that we begin with the census figures and pointed out that from 1990 to 2000 
there was a decline of children in the area as well as citywide. When he looked at the 
Filipino population he found that the group under the age of 18 was shrinking while the 
elderly group was increasing.
