Announcement of next Human Services Committee meeting 
Mr. Elberling announced that the next Human Services Committee would be confirmed 
prior to setting a date.  
 
Agenda Item 6. Follow-Up on SOMA Park Resolution by John Elberling (5:09 PM) 
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Mr. Elberling announced that he received a copy of the response from the Recreation & 
Parks Department with regard to Captain O’Leary’s request for restrooms at Victoria 
Manalo Draves Park. He referred to the letter and stated that the Recreation & Parks 
Department has no plans at this time to include restrooms. He requested Ms. Nolan 
follow-up with a telephone call to Ms. Tienkin regarding the budget for the park. 
 
Mr. Elberling announced that it is very important to start a “Friends of the Park” group 
for the new park. He would like to request the Executive Committee have the PAC 
involved in this process and invite other groups in the neighborhood to participate in a 
meeting to discuss this. He suggested inviting the SOMA Leadership Council and the 
Western SOMA Citizens Planning Task Force as two groups that are interested in open 
space. Mr. Roh suggested inviting Jason Born from SWING who is currently a Board 
member of the Neighborhood Parks Council. 
 
Agenda Item 7. Other Service Programs by John Elberling (5:18 PM) 
Mr. Elberling announced that Bessie Carmichael Elementary School is looking to 
expand to a K-8 School. He would like to find out who is involved in this effort and invite 
them to the next Human Services meeting for a discussion. 
 
Mr. Elberling would like to invite Judith Baker from the South of Market Childcare 
Center to discuss childcare in the area. He stated that Ms. Baker informed him that they 
are set to begin construction on the new center on the ground floor of the 8th & Howard 
project. Ms. Baker has over 30 years experience with childcare in the South of Market 
and he would like her to provide an update on the childcare available to families in the 
South of Market. 
 
Mr. Elberling announced that he would like to see an inventory of the supportive 
housing in the area. He stated that there are a lot of services being offered and there are 
new projects coming on line. He stated that he would speak to Mr. Dunn from TODCO 
to see if he could provide an inventory for the Human Services Committee. 
 
Mr. Elberling referred to the Agency memo regarding Bindlestiff and their fundraising 
efforts. He stated that they attended the full PAC a few months ago and he believes it is 
time to have an update. Mr. Roh stated that Bindlestiff was discussed at the Housing 
Committee in reference to the Plaza Hotel and they would be invited to the full PAC for 
an update.
