Ms. Stadlman announced that this would be the last Executive Committee meeting of the 
current PAC.

Ms. Stadlman announced that the next Executive Committee meeting would be Monday 
May 8th, 2006 at noon provided the new PAC continues with the same committee structure. 
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Staff Matters 

 
Agenda Item 6.  Secretary/Treasurer’s Report by Marcia Ban (12:12 PM) 

 Ms. Ban announced that the monthly report is proportionate for the end of the third quarter. 
We have adequate funds to see us through this fiscal year with approximately $3,500 left 
over. 

 
Agenda Item 7. Staff Activities Report by Marcia Ban/Antoinetta Stadlman  
(12:13 PM) 
Ms. Ban announced that the current issue of the newsletter went out this past week. 
Members have stated that they have not received it yet. It should be received in the mail 
early this week. Ms. Ban stated that the SOMPAC office would be closed on Friday, April 
28th for an all staff retreat with SFCCC. This is a mandatory retreat regarding policies in the 
work place pertaining to drug use, sexual harassment, etc.  
 

PAC Matters 

 
Agenda Item 8. PAC Vacancies/Bad Standing by Antoinetta Stadlman (12:15 PM) 
Ms. Ban announced that there are currently eight vacancies including Mr. Karnilowicz’ 
seat. Mr. Karnilowicz has resigned effective tomorrow. We currently have vacancies for 3 
SRO residential tenant seats, 2 non-SRO residential tenant seats, 1 CBO serving youth, 
teens and families, 1 6th Street merchant and now a wholesale business owner. Ms. Ban 
commented that this is the highest number of vacancies she has seen for the PAC. 

 
Agenda Item 9. Draft PAC Fiscal Year 2006-07 Budget by Marcia Ban (12:17 PM) 
Ms. Ban referred to the copy of the new fiscal year budget that everyone has in front of 
them as well as a copy that was e-mailed to the Executive Committee. She spoke with Mr. 
Grisso regarding the increase of the fiduciary fee to 13%. The fiduciary fee has been 
running at about 15% and the consortium has not increased the fee since they began as the 
fiscal agent. Ms. Ban has spoken with Ms. Powers and they have agreed to accept 13%.  
 
Mr. Range referred to the carryover and wanted to know if we have not had carryovers in 
our budget every year. Ms. Ban stated that we have had a carryover every year. Typically 
we issue three newsletters per year instead of four. Mr. Range wanted to know if Mr. 
Grisso foresaw any problems with the new budget. Mr. Grisso stated that Ms. Pickering 
has been working on the budget and she is on vacation this week and he would have to 
review the budget with her when he returns. Ms. Stadlman pointed out that the Agency 
would need an endorsement of the budget from the PAC next week. Mr. Grisso stated that 
he is waiting to speak with the fiduciary agent regarding the increase but this would not stop 
the PAC from endorsing the budget if they found it acceptable. Mr. Range made a motion 
and Mr. Karnilowicz seconded the motion. 
Motion:  The Executive Committee recommends the PAC endorse the PAC Fiscal Year 
budget for 2006-07 subject to justification of the 3% increase in the fiscal agent fee.” 

 
Vote: Yes: 4  No: 0  Abstain: 0  Motion Passes 
 
Mr. Range referred to the agenda item at the Commission last month regarding the PAC 
office lease and stated that he would caution members of questions from the 
Commissioners with regard to our budget. Mr. Grisso stated that Commission members 
were speaking of PAC’s and CAC’s. PAC’s are pretty much the same regarding budgets, 
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offices and staff but the CAC’s are different. CAC’s have no office or staff and are an 
appointed advisory body, and not required by law. PAC’s are elected bodies and required by 
law. 

 
Agenda Item 10. Redevelopment Reports by Mike Grisso (12:24 PM) 
Mr. Grisso announced that an election informational meeting was held this past Thursday. 
He stated that he would assume more voter registration and candidate forms would come in 
as we near the deadline. Supervisor Daly was at the meeting to explain the reasons behind 
the new PAC elections. Supervisor Daly thinks that community input is very important and 
that the PAC needs rejuvenation. Mr. Grisso stated that the Agency mailed notification to 
everyone in the Project Area as required by the letter of the law. He stated that this was very 
important as they must treat all PACs the same and could not do more for one than they 
would do for another. Mr. Elberling questioned the candidate documents and the election. 
There was a discussion regarding the voter registration and candidate documents. 
 
Mr. Grisso announced that a closed session was held at the Commission meeting on April 
4th on the Hugo Hotel. Because it was a closed session he cannot tell members what 
happened. The closed session was at the direction of the Commission and Agency staff 
informed Commissioners of the PAC resolution regarding the Hugo Hotel. The Commission 
members gave staff direction as to what they want done but it cannot be discussed at this 
time. 
 
Mr. Range referred to this month’s PAC meeting and wanted to know if we have any 
unfinished PAC business since this will be the current PAC’s last meeting. Mr. Elberling 
stated that the final draft of the Housing Policy Mix would be discussed and voted on at this 
month’s meeting. He commented that the new PAC should have input on the new zoning 
that would be occurring in the South of Market. 
 
Agenda Item 11. Committee Reports by Committee Chairs (12:49 PM) 
Ms. Stadlman announced that due to the elections taking place on Wednesday, May 3rd 
there would be no sub-committee meetings in May. 

 
Agenda Item 12. PAC Agenda by Antoinetta Stadlman (12:50 PM) 
It was agreed to place an item on the agenda for the SOMPAC budget and the Housing 
Policy Mix. Mr. Grisso stated that he would like two items placed on the agenda with regard 
to Bindlestiff. Bindlestiff is requesting an extension of the grant agreement. The other item 
refers to the community funds from development projects in the South of Market. These 
funds can only go towards public projects and the Agency must have an agreement for all 
Agency owned projects that they would like funded from this Community Benefits Fund. The 
Agency will lease the theater from the Plaza and then re-lease the theater to Bindlestiff. Mr. 
Grisso would like for the PAC to endorse the Community Facilities Agreement.
