Mr. Grisso announced that there would be new PAC elections. He stated that the only thing 
the Redevelopment Agency is responsible for is the mailing of information regarding the 
elections and the candidates. Mr. Grisso stated that he has a meeting with the Elections 
Department tomorrow and would know more at that time. He announced that there is no 
notification law for PAC elections but he is sure there must be notification requirements. 
There was a discussion regarding the PAC elections and the timeline for conducting them. 
 
Mr. Grisso announced that he would save the remainder of his report for the full PAC. Mr. 
Roh inquired about Bindlestiff. Mr. Grisso stated that he hasn’t heard anything from them.

Agenda Item 11. PAC Agenda by Antoinetta Stadlman (12:28 PM) 
Ms. Stadlman announced that there would be an agenda item for the nomination of Ms. 
Grace for the vacant seat on the PAC. Mr. Elberling recommended a presentation on the 
Eastern Neighborhoods by the Planning Department. Ms. Ban stated that she would contact 
Ms. Exline and request a presentation. 

 
Agenda Item 12. PAC Packet by Antoinetta Stadlman (12:30 PM)

Public Comment  (12:31 PM) 
Mr. Egg referred to Bindelstiff Theater and suggested that if they could not raise the money 
that is needed for the tenant improvements the Agency could lend the money to them and 
they could repay the loan with increased rents. Mr. Grisso explained that the Agency has 
already funded $300,000 for design services and a capital campaign, $1 million for the shell 
build outs and $150,000 for tenant improvements. At some point Bindlestiff must show that 
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they are capable of sustaining the theater once it is completed. Mr. Egg encouraged the 
Agency to build the space and allow others to use it. Mr. Grisso stated that the Agency has 
recommended this many times and Bindlestiff refuses to look for partners on the project. 
 
Mr. Elberling suggested Bindlestiff might be able to use some of the Rincon Hill funds but 
they would not be available until well into next year. He pointed out that Bindlestiff mostly 
caters to the gen-x group. Mr. Elberling stated that there is not sufficient meeting space on 
6th Street and when there are no performances, Bindlestiff could be used by others.
