Agenda Item 6.  Secretary/Treasurer’s Report by Marcia Ban (12:12 PM) 

 Ms. Ban referred to the monthly report and stated that we should have 50% of our budget 
remaining for the fiscal year end and we are on target.  
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Agenda Item 7. Staff Activities Report by Marcia Ban/Antoinetta Stadlman  
(12:13 PM) 
Ms. Ban announced that the staff is currently updating all 2006 files and the PAC website. 
  

PAC Matters 

 
Agenda Item 8. PAC Vacancies/Bad Standing by Antoinetta Stadlman (12:14 PM) 
Ms. Ban announced that there are no members in bad standing at this time. She stated that 
we have six vacancies including a property owner seat but no applications have been 
received. Mr. Elberling referred to Ms. Vaage and her application for the non-SRO 
residential tenant application. Ms. Ban responded that she could have attended today if she 
was still interested in the seat but she did not need to reapply. Ms. Parker stated that there 
is a property owner that wants to apply but they work downtown and could not attend a noon 
meeting. Ms. Ban reminded Ms. Parker of the e-mail that was sent with the vacancy notice 
that clearly states applicants may attend the Executive Committee meeting or they can meet 
at a prearranged time. 

 
Agenda Item 9. Redevelopment Reports by Mike Grisso (12:16 PM) 
Mr. Grisso announced that the PAC should invite Bindlestiff to attend the PAC this month 
and present an update. He stated that the 6-month extension has expired and there are 
issues to be discussed. 
 
Mr. Grisso stated that the Plan Amendment becomes effective this month. He will bring 
updates on the implementation of the plan over the next 15 years as soon as he is able to 
make them public. Mr. Grisso reminded PAC members that the Implementation Plan is the 
basis for the budget. Ms. Parker wanted to know what date the Mayor signed the Plan 
Amendment. Mr. Grisso stated that he signed the Plan on December 6th or 8th after the 
Board of Supervisors approved it. Ms. Parker referred to the legislation for new elections 
and stated that elections must be held 90 days after the Plan is approved. Mr. Grisso 
pointed out that Supervisor Daly introduced legislation for new elections. If this legislation 
is moved and approved, then elections would be held 100 days after approval. Mr. Grisso 
reminded everyone that even if the legislation were approved, the elections department 
would require more than 100 days to carry out an election. He stated that the legislation was 
just introduced; the Board has not approved it. There was a discussion regarding election of 
new PAC members.  Mr. Grisso stated that normally a PAC is in effect for three years after 
a Plan Amendment is adopted and then it is dissolved. The Agency has no intention of 
having the PAC go away after three years. He is not saying that this PAC will be dissolved, 
he is just pointing out that since that is the norm, they have not required new elections in the 
past.  
 
Agenda Item 10. Committee Reports by Committee Chairs (12:28 PM) 
Mr. Elberling announced that the Housing Committee had a good discussion regarding the 
Housing Mix Policy. A few revisions were made and they will most likely vote on this at the 
March Housing Committee meeting. He stated that a private SRO hotel is being build at 251 
6th Street and we should have a developer presentation in March. 
 
Mr. Elberling announced that the Human Services Committee had a good presentation 
from the Bayanihan Center and he hopes everyone will read the minutes to see all of the 
positive things happening there. 
 
Ms. Stadlman announced that Captain O’ Leary reported on the crime in the area at the 
Crime & Safety Committee. There was a discussion of the Nert Training that begins on 
January 31st at the Gene Friend Recreation Center. Mr. Grisso stated that Agency staff is 
meeting with OES personnel regarding updates to the Disaster Preparedness information. 
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They want to ensure that OES takes some of the recommendations that were commissioned 
in the Agency report. 
 
Mr. Karnilowicz announced that the Economics Committee discussed the marketing of 6th 
Street. He stated that they would try to target businesses that cater to the entertainment 
businesses in the Mid Market area. The 6th Street banners were reviewed. Mr. Range 
wanted to know when the credit union would be moving into the ground floor space located 
at the Plaza. Mr. Grisso stated that they have a signed lease and would move in as soon as 
the building is complete, probably within a month. 

 
Agenda Item 11. PAC Agenda by Antoinetta Stadlman (12:38 PM) 
There will be an agenda item for a Bindlestiff update. Mercy Housing will give a presentation 
on the Westbrook Plaza project located on 7th Street. The composition of the PAC would be 
an item carried over from last month. Supervisor Daly is currently away but if Ms. Ban can 
reach someone from his office there might be an agenda item regarding a PAC election 
combined with a composition ordinance. This would allow Supervisor Daly to answer any 
questions members may have and address concerns.
