Agenda Item 7. Staff Activities Report by Marcia Ban  
(12:11 PM) 
Ms. Ban announced that the current issue of the newsletter did not go out as expected. 
There were some technical difficulties at the printer’s office. Ms. Ban hopes everything will 
be resolved and the newsletter would then go out next week.  
 

PAC Matters 

 
Agenda Item 8. PAC Vacancies/Bad Standing by Marcia Ban (12:12 PM) 
Ms. Ban announced that there are currently three members in bad standing. Ms. Dulalas 
has a family emergency in the Philippines and may be out of the country for up to three 
months. Since she has already missed two consecutive meetings, this would cause her to 
lose her seat. She could reapply for the seat when she returns if it is still vacant at that time. 
Mr. Hammon has missed two consecutive meetings and Ms. Romero has had a health 
crisis causing her to miss two consecutive meetings. Ms. Ban reminded members that the 
bylaws are silent on excused absences. 
 
Mr. Grisso stated that the normal rule is that if someone loses their seat so soon after an 
election the seat must be offered to the next candidate receiving at least ten votes during 
the election. He pointed out that this would not apply due to the fact that no other candidate 
received ten votes. Ms. Ban stated that she would check into this to determine how we 
should proceed.  

 
Agenda Item 10. Committee Reports by Committee Chairs (12:15 PM) 
Mr. Smith announced that the Special Bylaw Committee met on August 30th and would 
meet again this Wednesday. He stated that they have done a good job moving forward and 
hope to have something for the full PAC soon. Mr. Smith referred to the committees of the 
previous PAC and stated that he would like to contact the previous PAC members that 
chaired these committees for input on the success of the committees. Everyone agreed that 
this would be a good idea. 

 
Agenda Item 9. Redevelopment Reports by Mike Grisso (12:17 PM) 
Mr. Grisso announced that there would be two items for the agenda this month dealing with 
the Mercy Housing/Health Center project. The first item relates to funding for Mercy Housing 
and the second item would be the schematic design for the Health Center. Mr. Range 
stated that Ms. Navarro would give the presentation on Mercy Housing and discuss the 
request for additional funds. Ms. Griffin will attend the PAC meeting on behalf of the Health 
Center. Mr. Range stated that Ms. Griffin may have a power point presentation and would 
provide large pictures that could be viewed on easels.  
 
Ms. Durazo announced that it might be necessary to appoint an Acting Chair for the PAC 
meeting, as she may have to go out of town. She brought this up as a concern due to the 
fact that Mr. Range would be recusing himself from agenda items pertaining to the Health 
Center. Ms. Durazo would appoint another PAC member as Acting Chair if she would not 
be in attendance. 
 
Mr. Grisso announced that the RFP for the 474 Natoma Street site would go out on 
September 19th. He will provide copies for the PAC and the Commission to review. Mr. 
Grisso stated that he spoke with Mr. Lee regarding the RFP and that Mr. Lee thought a 
PAC member should sit on the selection panel. He suggested the PAC consider this in 
October. Ms. Durazo stated that this would be a good idea as long as the bylaws mention a 
process for this. Mr. Grisso stated that the process is not in the bylaws; it is in the RFP. 
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Mr. Range stated that this is the first time a PAC member has been suggested for a 
selection panel and he thinks it is a good idea. He stated that he would caution the PAC to 
approve the idea and then have a Special Committee to select the appropriate member. He 
reminded members that we should vote for a qualified member to sit on the selection panel. 
 
Mr. Grisso requested the 474 Natoma RFP be placed first on the agenda with the Agency 
Report. He will provide the RFP or a significant portion of the RFP for packets on 
Wednesday. 
 
Mr. Grisso referred to the news articles in Sunday’s Chronicle and stated that we are 
getting a lot of good publicity for the area. He received a call from a Meditation & Eastern 
Philosophy Organization expressing interest in a housing development with some type of 
community center on the ground floor. 

 
Agenda Item 11. PAC Agenda by Chris Durazo (12:31 PM) 
Ms. Durazo referred to the PAC agenda and stated that she would like to see an item at the 
end, before the public comment, to allow for PAC member comment on non agenda items. 
She has a couple of announcements that she would like to make during this time.  
 
Ms. Durazo referred to the new Victoria Manalo Draves Park and stated that she has been 
working with Supervisor Daly’s Office on the grand opening ceremonies. She wondered if 
the PAC would like to co-sponsor the ceremonies in October. Mr. Grisso stated that he did 
not think it was in the PAC’s purview to fund the park’s opening ceremonies. Mr. Range 
stated that an announcement could be made and individual members could make donations 
if they choose. It was agreed to have an agenda item for the new park where this could be 
discussed. Ms. Durazo agreed to give an update on the new park. 
 
The Special Bylaw Committee would give a report on the bylaw revisions and copies would 
be sent out with the packets.
