Announcement of next Human Services Committee meeting 
Mr. Melone announced that the next Health, Safety & Human Services Committee 
would meet on Wednesday December 6th unless we decide upon another date and time 
in item 5a. 
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Agenda Item 5a. Setting of a Date and Time for Regular Meetings by John Melone 
(5:10 PM) 
Mr. Melone announced that we must determine the best date and time for the 
committee to meet. He stated that Wednesday evenings are not good for him because 
he teaches on Wednesday nights. There was a discussion with regard to member 
availability for meetings. Ms. Pickering wanted to know if the committee would be 
meeting monthly or bi-monthly. 
 
Mr. Melone stated that there are many safety and pedestrian safety issues in this area 
that affect a large number of the population. He stated that there are many health care 
issues that must be worked out. Mr. Melone stated that we could eventually move to bi-
monthly meetings but we should meet monthly at least for the first three to four months.

He wondered if we should elect a chair tonight or if we should go before the full 
PAC and request more attendance by members before electing a chair. Mr. Smith 
explained that this committee would be dealing with a lot of important issues and there 
should be more than three people in attendance. 
 
Mr. Melone stated that we could elect a temporary chair for a couple of months and then 
elect a permanent chair when more members are in attendance. Ms. Ban stated that 
there have not been a large number of members in attendance on the sub-committee 
level as many members have other life commitments and it becomes difficult with 
conflicting schedules. She reminded members that there are no attendance 
requirements for sub-committees. 
 
Mr. Smith stated that he would bring attendance requirements for sub-committees to the 
Executive Committee for possible action. He suggested that in the interest of time Mr. 
Melone as acting chair should appoint a temporary chair to serve until we elect a 
permanent chair. Ms. Ban reminded members that the chair of the committee would also 
serve as a member of the Executive Committee. Mr. Smith made a motion and Ms. 
Aquino seconded the motion. 
Motion: “For acting chair Melone to appoint a temporary chair for the Health, Safety and 
Human Services Committee to serve until the next meeting when a permanent chair is 
elected.”
