Ms. Durazo announced that members wishing to recall PAC Chairs must follow section 3.4
of the PAC bylaws. She has asked that members do not go overboard with their opinions
and this is directed at everyone here today. Ms. Durazo announced that she will present a
formal response to the discussion regarding the recall of the HSHS Subcommittee Chair at
the next Executive Committee meeting. Mr. Melone stated that he was remiss in handling
this last week and he will make a specific ruling today as the Parliamentarian. He referred all
to page 122 of Roberts Rule of Order.

Staff Matters

Agenda Item 6. Secretary/Treasurer’s Report by Marcia Ban (12:15 PM)

Ms. Ban announced that everyone has a copy of the monthly financial report through May.
We have 92% of our budget allocated and 8% remaining. We are in good shape with one
month left in the 2006-07 fiscal year.

Agenda Item 7. Staff Activities Report by Marcia Ban (12:20 PM)

Ms. Ban announced that the newsletter should be out. The printer is having difficulty with
our software and this is why it takes so long to get the newsletter printed. We will have to
look at other software options for our newsletter in the future to avoid this problem. Ms. Ban
announced that the PAC operating budget will go before the Redevelopment Commission
on Tuesday, June 19, 2007. She stated that our budget is somewhat controversial this year
due to the fact that we receive more funding than the other PAC in the City.

Mr. Melone stated that we should take a stand and all Executive Committee members
should show up for the hearing to speak on behalf of our budget. Ms. Aquino announced
that she would be out of town at that time. Mr. Smith stated that members could always
send a letter if they are unavailable. Mr. Range stated that it is proactive to defend our
budget and that the controversy is always there and he believes that it is a parity issue and
the Commissioners are looking for parity. Ms. Durazo asked for a copy of the scope of
services for the PAC’s. Ms. Pickering responded that the information would be available on
Friday. Mr. Range stated that we cannot and should not compare the two PAC’s, we can
only state what it is that we do here at our office and this is why we need this funding to
accomplish it. He suggested that Ms. Durazo contact the Chair of the BVHP PAC.

PAC Matters

Agenda Item 8. PAC Vacancies/Bad Standing by Marcia Ban (12:30 PM)

Ms. Ban announced that the PAC currently has five vacancies. There are two residential
property owner seats, one CBO seat for the Bessie Carmichael parent, one SRO tenant
seat and the SRO Hotel owner seat. Mr. Nasir Patel is here today to apply for the SRO

hotel owner vacancy.

Mr. Nasir Patel stated he is the owner of the Park Hotel on Folsom Street. He applied for
this seat in the last election and did not win. He stated that he was on the previous PAC.
Mr. Melone asked Mr. Nasir Patel what his stand was on senior housing in the area. He
stated that it is very difficult for seniors to qualify for housing in San Francisco and will be
become more difficult in the future. Mr. Nasir Patel responded that he currently has three
seniors in his building and he is able to offer them a reasonable rate and he is willing to help
more seniors providing it is financially feasible for him to do that in the future.

Mr. Range made a motion and Mr. Melone seconded the motion.
Motion: “The Executive Committee recommends forwarding Mr. Nasir Patel’s application to
the PAC for a vote to fill the vacant seat of SRO Hotel Owner upon acceptance of his

qualifications.”

Ms. Durazo announced that this item would be heard next month.

Agenda Item 10. Communication with Project Area Community Members by Chris
Durazo (12:36 PM)
Ms. Durazo announced that we would get to this item later on the agenda.

Agenda Item 11. Redevelopment Reports by Mike Grisso (12:36 PM)

Ms. Pickering announced that there was nothing new to report at this time. She introduced
Ms. Wong from the Agency. Ms. Wong stated that on June 19" Renaissance
Entrepreneurship Center, Mission Hiring Hall and Urban Solutions would be on the
Redevelopment Commission calendar for their fiscal year 2007-08 budgets. This year the
Agency has divided the contracts up by Project Areas (the Mayor wanted it done this way).

Ms. Miller announced that she is the CEO of the Renaissance Entrepreneurship Center.
Ms. Kirvin, the Director of Operations, is here today as well. Ms. Miller stated that they
provide training and support services to over 30 businesses operating within their building.
They have created 42 full and part-time jobs. Ms. Miller announced that they will be
partnering with Urban Solutions to work with the larger South of Market community.
Renaissance Entrepreneurship Center currently has technical grants available. They have
sponsored well over 100 businesses around the city. Ms. Durazo asked if there was an
agency memo issued for this item. Ms. Wong stated that on Friday the memo would be
available to the public. There was a discussion with regard to splitting the budget into
different Project Areas, this is a new process requested by the Mayor. Mr. Range stated that
it looks like the South of Market Project Area has the largest funding amount.

Mr. Smith stated that it is imperative that we have this information before our meetings to be
prepared to discuss the item. He requested that information be provided to PAC members
before meetings.

Ms. Everwine stated that she is prepared to give a brief description of what Urban Solutions
does at this point. It was agreed that the presentation should be made to the full PAC next
week.

Ms. Durazo inquired about the policy change at the Agency with regard to receiving memos
and other information. The Agency is unable to provide memos and other information to the
public before the Redevelopment Commissioners receive the information.

Mr. Range made a motion and Mr. Melone seconded the motion.

Motion: The Executive Committee recommends forwarding the Renaissance
Entrepreneurship Center, Urban Solutions and Mission Hiring Hall contracts to the PAC for
approval.”

Ms. Aquino stated that there was an incident at her June meeting which stemmed from a
call she received from a PAC member. Mr. Smith called her sexist and racist at the HSHS
Subcommittee meeting and asked for her resignation as Chair of that subcommittee. She
stated that she is a mixed race woman and would never resort to such behavior. Ms.
Aquino stated that she had received threatening calls from Mr. Smith regarding her
association with certain Agency staff members. She notified Ms. Ban and Ms. Durazo of the
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incident. Ms. Durazo announced that the Executive Committee would hear this item later in
closed session.

Mr. Smith announced that the Housing Subcommittee had been cancelled.

Ms. Durazo asked if members had any changes or additions to the PAC agenda. Mr.
Markham requested an item for a presentation on the 6™ Street Fair. Mr. Melone stated that
we need to add an item for the three contracts that need to be renewed. Ms. Durazo
inquired about the SRO Loan Program and if the holdup would be a problem for the Agency.
Mr. Grisso stated that it would not be a problem.

Mr. Melone made a motion and Mr. Range seconded the motion.
