Announcement of Next Economics Committee meeting 
Mr. Markham announced that the next Economics Committee meeting would be on 
Thursday, February 7th, 2008.  
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Agenda Item 6. Update on the Economic Revitalization Plan for Sixth Street by 
Tracy Everwine (5:08 PM) 
Ms. Everwine announced that Graphic Reproductions located on the corner of 6th and 
Natoma Streets has a new paint job. They will be leaving the location as soon as the 
owner can locate a new tenant. The site has 6,000 square feet of space in three stories. 
Ms. Everwine encouraged anyone that may know of someone looking for space to 
contact her. Ms. Stadlman commented that if they are choosing to stay until a new 
tenant is located, they must not want to leave. Ms. Everwine stated that Graphic 
Reproductions has one year left on their lease and the owner will only let them out of the 
lease only if they locate a new tenant. Ms. Stadlman wanted to know where they would 
move to. Ms. Everwine stated that they will remain in the South of Market relocating to 
9th and Howard Streets. They are moving because they have outgrown the space. Ms. 
Everwine mentioned that with the increased interest in 6th Street retail space this space 
should be leased quickly and the new tenant may even open up the front of the space 
with glass. She stated that the Play Bar opened up the front of their space with glass and 
new lighting and it looks very nice. 
 
Mr. Markham wanted to know if Play Bar would be changing their name as was 
mentioned in the past. Ms. Everwine stated that for legal reasons they must keep “Play 
Bar” in the name, but they would be changing the name to “The Room Ultra Lounge at 
Play Bar”.  
 
Ms. Everwine stated that the Pontiac Hotel is prepping for a new paint job. They must 
work with the owner next door for the scaffolding due to the closeness of the two 
buildings and there are a few problems to be worked out. The owner next door wants the 
Pontiac to pay the owner’s lawyer $300 per hour for three hours to draw up the 
indemnity agreement. They are currently negotiating this agreement. 
 
Ms. Everwine referred to Rancho Parnassus and asked Mr. Harris to give a brief 
update on the status of the café. Mr. Harris stated that he has finally received the 
building permits and is ready to begin work. Ms. Everwine asked if the delays were due 
to the expeditor being out of the country. Mr. Harris stated that the delay was due to 
DBI, but everything has been worked out. 
 
Mr. Markham referred to the credit union that is supposed to go in on the ground floor of 
the Plaza and wanted to know what the status is. Ms. Everwine stated that Urban 
Solutions has requested Ms. Carson to push the credit union into completing the tenant 
improvements in order to move in to the space. The Agency is the landlord and at this 
time Urban Solutions has done all that they could and they have now asked Ms. Carson 
from the Redevelopment Agency to work on this. 
 
Ms. Stadlman wanted to know about the drop-in center for the homeless that is 
supposed to open on 6th Street. Ms. Everwine stated that Mr. Karnilowicz is the 
landlord and he has leased the space on the ground floor of the Alder to Hospitality 
House. Mr. Smith wanted to know if they have worked out the problems of not having 
the entrance located on 6th Street. Ms. Everwine stated that the signage is currently 
being completed and the entrance will be on 6th Street. 
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Agenda Item 7. Update on the Marketing of Sixth Street by Cathy Pickering  
(5:20 PM) 
Ms. Pickering presented everyone with a copy of the latest brochure that was produced 
by CB Richard Ellis that has been sent out to marketing firms to help attract businesses 
to 6th Street. Mr. Smith stated that he would like to suggest that the next brochure be the 
last brochure. Ms. Pickering stated that there are funds in the contract for one more 
brochure. Mr. Smith stated that we should be thinking of long range plans and should be 
doing something else to get information out to people in the area. Ms. Pickering 
reminded Mr. Smith that SOMPAC produces a quarterly newsletter that goes out to a 
few thousand people and the newsletter is another venue to inform people of what is 
taking place in the area.
