Agenda Item 6. PACland Crime Matters by SFPD (12:16 PM)
Skipped due to a lack of police presence.
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Agenda Item 7. Alleyway Improvements Project Update by Mike Grisso (12:16 PM)
Mr. Grisso announced that DPW, per the new letter agreement that the PAC approved,
is working on the construction documents.

Agenda Item 8. Pedestrian Safety Issues by Raymon Smith (12:17 PM)

Mr. Smith announced that there is a lack of pedestrian safety near Bessie Carmichael
School, 6™ and Mission Streets as well as Howard and 6™ and Folsom and 6". He
referred to the new housing development at 5™ and Folsom and stated that he would
strongly suggest that the HS & HS Subcommittee participate at the next Housing
Subcommittee to address the pedestrian safety issues.

Mr. Smith stated that at the intersection of 6™ and Howard Streets there have been
several near misses. He has requested that the police department include this
intersection in their traffic control. Mr. Smith stated that he requested that DPT attend
the HS &HS Subcommittee meeting and he would like to renew this request for next
month. If staff would like, Mr. Smith could provide contact information. He would like to
draft a letter for DPT regarding his concerns and bring this letter to the Executive
Committee.

Mr. Melone stated the 935 Folsom Street project submitted a traffic report from 2005.
Seniors have serious concerns over safety and health with the two new projects going
up on Folsom and 5" Streets. Mr. Melone stated that we need attendance at community
meetings by the HS &HS Subcommittee to address concerns. Ms. Stadlman reminded
Mr. Smith and Mr. Melone that members of the PAC are volunteers and you cannot
force them to attend other meetings.

Agenda Item 9. Authorizing a First Amendment to the Personal Services Contract
with MJM Management Group, Inc. by Mike Grisso (12:20 PM)

Mr. Grisso announced that the Agency is looking for a recommendation to extend MJM
Management’s contract by six months. The Redevelopment Commission authorized a
contract in 2005 for steam cleaning, power washing, graffiti removal, tree maintenance,
etc. MUM keeps the streets clean and the trees healthy. This six month extension will
allow the Agency time to prepare and issue the new RFP for these services.

Ms. Stadlman questioned how much time was needed to prepare a new RFP when it is
basically the same document with updated numbers. Mr. Grisso stated that policies are
always changing so they must review the RFP first. They must allow response time, go
through the selection process and then get Commission approval. This can take about
six months to complete.

Mr. Smith wanted to know if it would be possible to have input studies to move one step
further. He stated that MJM is underutilized and would not be here forever. We need
education of the business and property owners to keep the area in front of their
businesses and properties clean. We should include a component for this in the next
RFP.

Mr. Grisso stated that they are considering including 6™ Street in the Mid Market
Community Benefits District. He suggested that we begin this discussion here. The
Agency has met with SOMBA and the Mid Market CBD with regard to this. Mr. Grisso
stated that we can include the costing out and process for transitioning to a privately run
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CBD in the RFP. He reminded members that as long as the Agency is here, they will
continue to pay for these services. Mr. Smith made a motion and Mr. Melone seconded
the motion.

Motion: “Authorizing a First Amendment to the Personal Services Contract with MJM
Management Group, Inc., a California Corporation, and San Francisco Clean City
Coalition, a nonprofit public benefit corporation, extending the term for a period not to
exceed six months and increasing the contract amount by $75,000 for a total aggregate
amount of $525,000, for sidewalk cleaning, graffiti removal, and tree maintenance
services for the Sixth Street corridor adding a scope of work related to transitioning to a
privately run business.”
